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The dissertation is dedicated to the deepening of the scientific foundations
and developing the scientific and practical recommendations for the modernization
of public policy in the field of health care.

In the first chapter, '"Theoretical, methodological and institutional
determinants of public policy in the field of health care of the national economy ",

the essential determinants of health care system (as an object of public policy), the



scientific basis and institutional support of public policy in the field of health care
are investigated.

The health is the important resource that helps people to cope with the
challenges and rapid changes in their lives. In the conditions of digitalization of the
economy, industrial revolution 4.0 and 5.0, the emphasis is placed on the factors
that can prevent the destructive influence of the environment and support the
favorable social state of a person in the components of health.

The main aspects of health that should become the object of public policy
should be health monitoring, detection of diseases and their treatment, prevention
of diseases and pandemics, creation of a competitive health care system,
compliance with supranational requirements in the field of health care, forecasting
economic, geopolitical, environmental risks for health and developing adaptive
levers for their leveling.

The need for health care is caused due to a number of reasons: the need to
maintain an adequate quality of life, to work productively, to create greater added
value in the national economy, to preserve health potential, to provide future
generations with a healthy and viable environment. If we consider the human
health from the standpoint of economic coordinates, then a healthy person is more
productive and can create greater added value and thereby increase the contribution
to the gross domestic product (GDP), the development of the country's economy
and society as a whole. A healthy population contributes to the improvement of the
standard of living and general well-being of the country.

Health care in the modern global space is one of the key functions of the
state, because the general well-being of the society, social justice, prevention of
diseases, international status of the country, macroeconomic security and stability
depend on it.

At the state level, health care is associated with providing the necessary list
of available, high-quality medical services, creating of organizational and
economic prerequisites for the functioning of health care institutions, providing the

access to the main material resources that affect human health, creating appropriate



prerequisites for resource support of the health care system, appropriate conditions
for self-education and strengthening of health potential.

The health care system is created by certain institutions. It includes: primary,
secondary, highly specialized medical care, emergency care, mental health care,
medical rehabilitation, geriatric care, palliative care, maternal and child health
care, dental care, public health, preventive medicine, alternative medicine,
telemedicine and digital health, medical education, healthcare staffing, resource
support, infrastructure support, institutes implementing public health policy and
management of its subsystems, forms of organization of the health care system.
The pharmaceutical establishments, which provide services for the sale of
medicines and medical preparations, also occupy an important place in the health
care system. These include pharmacies, pharmacy bases (warehouses), warehouses
of medical equipment, bases of special medical supply, control and analytical
laboratories for the analysis of the quality of medicinal products, medical
equipment stores, and medical optics.

National health systems, in accordance with the requirements and
recommendations of the WHO, should correspond to the following principles and
standards: non-discrimination in obtaining medical services, availability of health
care facilities, medical services, necessary medicines and medical preparations,
compliance with the principles of medical ethics and cultural values in the
provision of medical services, guaranteeing the quality of medical services,
accountability of medical institutions to society.

Public health care policy in the thesis is considered as an important
component of the public policy of the state, which defines the goals and priorities
in the field of health care and is aimed at creating a modern, competitive,
accessible, high-quality, integrated into the global medical space of the health care
system taking into account the challenges and needs of the internal environment,
first of all, the preservation of health potential in the conditions of security threats,

challenges of digitalization, technological progress, European integration



challenges with the help of legal, institutional, target, functional, organizational
and economic subsystems.

Public policy is implemented through a functional mechanism, which in
addition to traditional functions in modern conditions is complemented by a
prognostic function that verifies the vectors and long-term priorities of the state
policy in the field of health care; an adaptive function that through the appropriate
levers of state regulatory influence adapts to modern challenges of an endogenous
and exogenous nature; risk management; preventive function; the function of
intersectorial cooperation with the involvement of public representatives and
members of professional self-governing associations of medical institutions and
pharmaceutical institutions; the integration function which is implemented through
the global health diplomacy; the control and analytical function, which must be
implemented through research and supervision due to the collection and analysis of
data on the state of health which make it possible to make decisions, determine
trends and direct measures in the sphere of health care; ensuring the health care
system's resilience and adaptability to new challenges and threats.

The paper emphasizes that health policy can and should transcend national
borders including cooperation between countries in order to overcome global
health challenges such as pandemics, international disease outbreaks, ensuring
health safety.

The research on health care policies in different countries has shown that
they can differ significantly between the economic systems of developed and
developing countries due to differences in political, economic and social factors.
However, there are some general principles that should include: universal access to
health care, prevention and health promotion, elimination of disparities in access to
medical services, integration of information technologies into the health care
system ensuring the quality and acceptable cost of medical care, cross-sectoral
cooperation of the state and health care providers, insurance companies and public
organizations in improving the effectiveness of health care policy, supporting

innovation in new treatments, technologies and approaches to care that can



improve patient outcomes and reduce costs, cooperation at the supranational level
in solving global health problems.

The scientific basis of public health care policy is created by scientific
theories and models. Health care models are certain conceptual frameworks and
approaches to the organization and provision of medical services to the population.
These models reflect various aspects of the health care system, including financing,
availability, types and scope of services, coordination between providers, etc.
Health care models at work are structured according to the type of economic
systems, forms of management, and sources of financing medical services.

Depending on the mechanisms of financial provision of medical services, the
following models of public policy can be distinguished: English (Beveridge
model), German (Bismarck model), "out of pocket”, mixed, centralized,
decentralized, private, insurance.

The main goal-realizing elements of the state health care policy should
include: creation of a public health care system, provision of proper medical care,
quality management of medical services, proper health care financing, staffing,
information support, providing access to medicines and medical technologies and
monitoring their safe use.

Effective institutional support for public policy requires coordination,
transparency, accountability and cooperation between various subjects at different
levels of functioning of the national economy: supranational, macroeconomic,
macrostructural, regional, local.

The study of the transformation of the institutional support of the public
health care policy made it possible to single out several stages: the creation of
medical services market, the introduction of decentralized approaches in the
management of medical services, the conceptualization of the directions of medical
reform, the transformation of financial support in the field of health care, the
determination of strategic vectors for the development of the health care system,

the formation of a competitive network of health care institutions.



In the second chapter "Analysis of the implementation mechanism of public
policy in the field of health care of the national economy ", the monitoring of the
state of health care of the national economy was carried out, the current
organizational and economic mechanism of public management of health care of
the national economy was analyzed, the organizational and methodological
approaches for evaluating the effectiveness of public policy in the field of health
care were substantiated.

Organizational and methodological support of health monitoring (the results
of which give an informational and analytical basis for making decisions in the
field of public policy) is created by: indicators of biological health, which reflect
the state of physical and psychological well-being of the population; population
health which reflects the health state of the population living in the country, region,
city, territorial community; demographic indicators reflecting birth rate, mortality
rate, life expectancy; level of morbidity: general, infectious, hospital; state of
physical development; as well as a digital health map, which is based on the health
profiles of all EU countries and countries applying for EU membership.

The monitoring of these indicators made it possible to reveal the negative
dynamics of the decrease in the birth rate, which before the beginning of a full-
scale war had the lowest value in the last 10 years and the highest value in the
world of mortality rates, the main causes of which are oncological diseases and
external causes (full-scale armed aggression).

The analysis of indicators according to the digital map ("the health state of
the population; health indicators associated with behavioral risk factors; the state of
organization of the health care system; effectiveness, availability of medical
services, sustainability of the health care system") allowed to distinguish 5 clusters
of regions of Ukraine: 1) with a high level of health; 2) with a good level of health;
3) with an average level of health; 4) with a low level of health; 5) with a very low
level of health . In the regional section, a cluster of regions (Ternopil, lvano-
Frankivsk, Kirovohrad, Sumy, Chernivtsi regions) with the indicators of relatively

high level of health was formed, which will require the further development of



effective organizational and economic levers of public policy to maintain and
increase.

Economic, social, geopolitical, ecological, and behavioral risks are
identified as the main risks for the health of Ukraine.

The studies have shown that in order to reduce risks for health and to meet
the requirements of Ukraine's integration into the EU in the field of health care in
Ukraine, the emphasis in the implementation of public policy has begun to be
placed on the educational component, intersectorial cooperation in overcoming the
negative impact of risk factors on health, carrying out preventive measures,
strengthening the recreational component in improving the parametric
characteristics of health. These measures were reflected in the strategic documents
supporting health motor activity (the creation of cycling clubs), the fight against
non-communicable diseases, the implementation of a healthy diet model and the
development of a digital healthcare model.

Carried out calculations concerning the realistic using of a "healthy food
plate" showed that the minimum wage will cover only 75% of the costs of physical
improvement and nutrition. Therefore, at the state level, the parametric
characteristics of the minimum consumer budget, the consumer basket, which are
taken as the basis for calculating the minimum wage, should be revised and
institutionalized in order to improve the block of indicators of physical health
support for the population of Ukraine.

In order to characterize the state of health in EU countries, the population
health index is calculated. This comprehensive indicator assesses the level of
health and well-being of the population in a certain region, country or group of
countries. This index usually consists of several key indicators obtained through a
longitudinal study. The conduct of such study in Ukraine showed that 75% of
Ukrainians are satisfied with the services of a district therapist or family doctor,
46% of Ukrainian residents are not satisfied with their health.

The analysis carried out in the dissertation showed that according to the

demographic, medical, and physiological parameters of the state of health in



Ukraine, there are not at the moment adequate prerequisites for full-fledged and

expanded reproduction of the population and maintenance of the physiological

state of health from the standpoint of a preventive component.

The analysis of the mechanism of public policy was carried out in terms of

the components of the organizational and economic mechanism that unites the

organizational levers of the state in planning, administrative regulation (licensing

of medical practice, state accreditation of medical institutions, certification of

medical workers), organizational coordination and quality control of the provision

of medical services and economic levers (budgeting, price regulation, investment

regulation). According to its results, it was found:

insufficient effectiveness of the use of program and planning tools due to the
decreasing of state funding of targeted programs twice, violation of the
mechanism of planned funding, lack of a mechanism for tracking the
effectiveness of their implementation, lack of a mechanism for public
reporting and public control, except of the use of quasitools that combine
elements of budgeting and programming (programs of medical guarantees
and reimbursement of medicines and medical preparations);

ensuring the guaranteed quality of the provision of medical services by the
state with the help of: licensing of health care institutions which is
mandatory; accreditation and certification of medical institutions which are
mandatory for communal non-commercial enterprises and optional for other
health care institutions; standardization based on clinical standards of
medical practice; quality control of the provision of medical services in
accordance with 1SO 9001 standards; conducting clinical audit procedures. It
should be noted that the practice of certification is now most widespread
among private medical institutions, which are more open to changes and
seek to be competitively positioned on the market and integrate into the
global medical sphere and a prerequisite for these processes is the presence

of ISO and JCI international quality certificates;



3) a decrease in funding under the medical guarantee program due to active
hostilities, although the increase in public spending on health care is
declared for the period of post-war recovery and reconstruction of Ukraine;

4) allocation of funds for medical care in the temporarily occupied territories,
financing of health care facilities within the framework of medical subsidies,
reimbursement programs, purchase of modern equipment, medical products
and medicines, increased spending on public health, epidemiological
surveillance and control, expenses for the salary payments to the personnel
of medical institutions;

5) reduction of capital transfers, expenditures on social security (payments of
material assistance, scholarships, etc.), on scientific research and
development within the framework of the implementation of state and
regional target programs. Reducing the costs of scientific research by more
than 10 times only worsens the indicators of noospherization in the field of
public policy implementation in the field of health care of the national
economy;

6) an 11-fold increase in health care costs over the past 15 years, but 88.4% of
all costs were government costs within the framework of the medical
guarantee program and 11.6% were household costs;

7) reduction of alternative sources of financing: insurance mechanisms for
health care financing (private medical insurance on the domestic market of
insurance services occupies only 14% of the structure of the insurance
portfolio of the national economy); hospital funds as a form of financing
medical services at the expense of accumulated personalized target funds by
individuals and legal entities;

8) using the potential of clustering in order to form a competitive network of
health care institutions at the regional level.

To evaluate the effectiveness of public policy in the field of health care, the
paper proposes an integral indicator of effectiveness, which is determined by the

model of weighted geometric mean of integral indices that reflect managerial



efficiency (management costs), noospherization (expenses for research
development and advanced training of personnel in the field of health care),
innovation (attraction of investments for the implementation of innovative
projects), digitalization (expenditure of health care institutions on software).

The calculations of this indicator for the years 2005-2020 showed positive
dynamics of the integral indicator and indicators indicating the functional
effectiveness of public policy, its noospherization, increased investments in
technological renewal, but from the standpoint of health indicators (mortality rate),
a negative growing dynamics is observed.

The correlation of the calculated integral indicator of the effectiveness of
public policy with the main macroeconomic indicators characterizing the creation
of GDP per capita, labor productivity, and the number of employees aged 15 to 70
years showed insufficiently effective influence of public health care policy on
indicators of macroeconomic activity and at the same time moderate influence on
ensuring the conditions of balanced development of the national economy.

Characterizing the overall effectiveness of public policy implementation, the
following restraining factors were singled out in the work: deterioration of
parametric characteristics of health potential; insufficient statistical base for
assessing the impact of the processes of noospherization and digitalization and the
development of the domestic health care system; the lowest healthcare expenses in
the EU; low specific weight of private medical institutions, which now invest the
most in modernizing technical support and improving the quality of medical
services; significant destruction of the medical infrastructure, which will require
additional capital investments for post-war recovery and reconstruction; the lack of
unified accounting of needs and the state of use of medical humanitarian aid gives
rise to illegal behavior; lack of predictive calculations of the functional efficiency
of the results of merging medical institutions into a hospital network.

Despite the challenges of martial law in the domestic health care system, the
work singles out a number of stimulating factors, including: the transformation of

national norms and standards of medical practice to European norms and



standards, a change in the financing model of health care institutions, the
positioning of information technologies as a competitive growth factor; the
possibility of cooperation with international organizations, global partnerships in
the field of solving health care tasks, the use of quasi-fiscal instruments of state
support in the field of health care.

In the third chapter "Directions of public policy modernization in the field of
health care of the national economy ", the doctrinal principles and strategic
guidelines for the modernization of public policy in the field of health care are
substantiated taking into account modern challenges and the declared priorities of
the development of the health care system.

To substantiate the conceptual foundations of public policy modernization, a
modernization doctrine was developed. It identifies the purpose of the
modernization of public policy management in the field of health care. It is
emphasized that the purpose of the modernization of public policy management in
the field of health care should be the improvement of its institutional,
organizational, resource, functional, and instrumental subsystems in the context of
responding to the challenges of European integration, decentralization, digital,
noospheric, sustainable, inclusive development, increasing their adaptability to
modern security challenges and threats.

The main purposes of modernization of public policy management in the
field of health care include: adaptation to European norms and standards in the
field of health care; introduction of international standards of treatment quality;
building an effective system of institutional support; high-quality resource
provision of the health care system; improvement of the organizational and
economic management mechanism.

The doctrine as a complete document consists of theoretical, empirical,
logical, argumentative parts, based on the ideology of ideal modeling of
management processes using interpretive schemes and models.

In order to adapt the national public policy to the European requirements of

governance in the field of health care, it is proposed to focus on the following



priority areas: public health, pharmaceutical industry, medical services, medical
education, and implementation of the concepts of e-medicine, m-medicine, "smart"
health and "unified" health.

In order to improve public policy in the pharmaceutical industry and its
institutional support, it is proposed to develop and adopt the Concept for the
development of the pharmaceutical industry of Ukraine, the main purpose of which
should be to ensure the appropriate level of quality and effectiveness of
pharmacotherapy, to promote health improvement and to increase the duration and
quality of life of the entire population of Ukraine.

In order to modernize the medical education system, it is proposed to
implement the innovative learning technologies, such as artificial intelligence,
virtual and augmented reality for ensuring practice-oriented training of students.

In order to ensure the modernization of the domestic health care sector and
the expansion of the list of medical services, it is proposed to popularize and
develop medical tourism, which should become a mover of the national economy
and a reliable source of replenishment of the state's financial resources. Medical
services include general surgery, dentistry, cardiac surgery, infertility treatment,
and ophthalmology as well as surrogate motherhood, diagnostics, rehabilitation
and general health improvement.

In order to improve domestic public policy in the field of public health
protection, it is proposed to move away from the model focused on the treatment of
already identified diseases and introduce the "5P-medicine” model, which consists
of five components: personalization, forecasting, prevention, participativity and
psycho-cognitive skills. Personalization involves the introduction of an individual
patient-oriented approach to each person. Forecasting provides prediction of the
development of the disease based on the human genome and the individual
characteristics of its organism. Prevention allows you to prevent the occurrence of
a disease based on the nature of the predicted disease. Participativity provides the
broad involvement of various doctors in the treatment process (forming a

multidisciplinary team), as well as the patient himself, who turns from an object of



treatment into a full-fledged participant in this process. Psycho-cognitivity reflects
the behavior of people in the field of preventing the occurrence of diseases,
responding to them and fighting against them, ways of choosing treatment options
and the nature of interaction with medical workers during the treatment process.

To introduce the concept of "5P-medicine" into the domestic sphere of
health care, it is proposed to carry out a number of measures, which are
conventionally divided into three blocks: ideological, methodological and
organizational.

In order to ensure the transition of domestic public policy in the field of
health care from a model focused on the treatment of already identified diseases to
the "5P-medicine” model, it is proposed to develop genetic passports for each
citizen, which can be of two types: DNA-profile (identification genetic passport),
which should be used mainly to establish or confirm a person's identity and a
genetic health passport, which allows you to detect a predisposition to various
diseases, on the basis of which a set of preventive and diagnostic measures and
measures to prevent their occurrence is made.

In order to ensure digitalization of the domestic health care sphere, it is
proposed to supplement the Concept in such areas as development of m-health and
m-medicine, development of the Internet of Things and development of
appropriate technologies, development of artificial intelligence.

To ensure the development of m-health and m-medicine, it is proposed to
take a number of measures, in particular: stimulate the development of appropriate
software for smartphones; integrate appropriate software into the patient health
monitoring process; encourage citizens to use actively mobile devices in order to
monitor their health; to stimulate the development of the Internet of Mobile
Things.

To stimulate the development of telemedicine as one of the most promising
methods for getting a patient-oriented approach in the process of providing medical
services, it is proposed to develop technical models, algorithms and procedures for

providing telemedicine services, standards for their provision, supply technical



equipment for providing telemedicine services, and organize effective protection of
medical information.
